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The most recent issue of al-Naba included a picture Abu Walid al-Sahrawi and restated 
that his group the Islamic State in the Greater Sahel had pledged allegiance to al-
Baghdadi. 
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The mention of ISGS was by an article covering reports of increased militant activity in 
Burkina Faso which included the line "Military sources said that the area is now occupied 
by groups of Islamic State fighters." 
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This is significant as it is (I believe) the first mention of ISGS 
and al Sahrawi in IS media since they recognised his 
pledge of allegiance back in October 2016 via Amaq and Al 
Naba.
